Melodic Organisation: FORMS OF MELODIC GROWTH

Motive: 
a short figure of unique design that recurs throughout a composition or a section as the key element.

Sequence/Tonal Sequence: 

is an immediate restatement of a melodic figure (motive) either at a higher or lower pitch so the motive is maintained. Employs the diatonic scale therefore are not exact transposition.
The sequence is one of the most common and basic methods of melodic elaboration and growth.

Real Sequence: 
contains continuing segments that are an exact transposition of the first segments or motive.

Modified Sequence: 
where some of the segments are decorated or embellished in a way that does not destroy the original character.
Modulating Sequence: 
is from one tonal centre to another. Where the new sequence has a new tonal centre, although one could say similar to real sequence. Modulation sequence supports harmonic growth this will be discussed later on.

False Sequence: 

is a mixture between both sequence and repetition.

Phrase: 
which is a substantial musical thought usually ending with both a harmonic and melodic cadence. Usually four measures long. Antecedent and Consequent.
